Ust-Kamenogorsk HPP is the first of Kazakhstan's and Siberia's
hydroelectric power plants. Construction began in 1939 and the first unit was
launched in 1952. The iron-concrete dam and single-chamber sluice shaft,
being a part of the hydropower station, have the area of 37 sq.m., 655 million
cubic meters.
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
